We really believe everybody can be successful if you’re 
motivated and want to be there.  By targeting students who don’t 
normally get the opportunity for this kind of experience, we improve
the overall education on Maui. 
 

Focus Maui Nui is also about building community.  How do you see 
yourselves fitting into that strategy? To strengthen our community, 
we really need to grow our children.  If we can help Native 
Hawaiians succeed through our college program, they are more 
likely to feel they are a part of the community, and realize that their 
responsibilities and privileges come along with living on Maui.  I 
think this is good for everybody.

We would like Native Hawaiians to empower themselves.  But we 
also want to get parents to really push their children towards 
education and not leave it up to the kids.
